Cache Code Guidelines
1. Names
1.1. You should use meaningful English words when naming variables (except loop counters i,j,k, etc).
1.2. If there is an explicit need, you may use numbers. Example: 
· AddressLine1, AddressLine2

1.3. Long names should be constructed using capital letter (CamelCase):
· DeathDate, humanId, GetAkaById

1.4. Parameter names should have all capital letters 

· CAPTION, MAXVAL, COLLATION

1.5. Package names should have all small letters. You may use sub-packages. Don’t make package names longer than 6 letters.
· agr, agr.rep
1.6. Class, method, and property names should start with capital letter.
· ent.Human, ##class(ent.Human).GetByAka(“logist”)

2. Local variables
2.1. Scalar local variables (strings) should start with small letter 

· set humanId=Human.%Id(), operationCount=5, title=”Hello”

2.2. Object variables should start with capital letter
· set Human=..%OpenId(aId)

2.3. Variables passed via Embedded SQL should start with small “q” letter
· &sql(select %ID, Age into :qId, :qAge

3. Method parameters
3.1. Method parameters should start with “a” letter. If parameter is a string, you should start with small “a”. If it’s an object, you should start with capital “A”.
· ClassMethod Kill(AHuman As ent.Human, aKillingMethod As %String = "") As %Status
4. Methods
4.1. Methods returning string or object should start with Get prefix, returning Boolean value – with Is prefix, returning %Status – with no prefix.

4.2. Methods with no return value should return %Status.

5. Properties
5.1. You should only compare Boolean properties with True (..IsCommited=1).  If you need to compare to False, you should invert comparision with True: ..IsCommited’=1

6. Indentation
6.1. Indent by tab.

6.2. Opening bracket { should be placed on the same string as command (instead of do command). Closing bracket should be placed on separate string.

7. Commands and $-functions
7.1. Commands and $-functions should start with small letter. Do not shortcut any command or function except $h.
· set currentDate=$zdate($h,4), nameLetter=$extract($piece(name,” ”,2))
